
To make collection of your child easier at
the end of the day, we ask you to nominate
a maximum of five people who can collect
your child, should you be unable to collect.

They must be over the age of 18 years
and do not necessarily have to be a
family member.
The staff will hold this list and will be
able to release your child to a
nominated person at the end of the
nursery session without the need to
telephone the school office.
Please note: if the nominated
person(s) is over fifteen minutes late
after the end of the school day, you as
a parent you be liable for a supervision
charge.
